Procession is by pairs. Faculty seating flanks the left and right sides of the dais, facing out to the 
graduates. At the field, you'll go up the center aisle and split, with those on the left going to the 
left section and those on the right to the right section of seats. 
 
Faculty/Staff/Trustee parents with grads are invited to join John Rankin, trustees, and 
administrators onstage to step forward at the appropriate time to hand off their graduate’s
